Message from Mrs Parsons

This week’s worship focused on the message of Easter and the joy of new life. We heard how, after
Jesus died, his friends were sad and afraid. However, when women visited his tomb three days later,
they found it empty. An angel told them that Jesus had risen, just as he had promised (Luke 24:6). This
reminded us that Easter is a message of hope, showing Christians that God’s love is stronger than
death. The children were encouraged to reflect on why the disciples initially found this news hard to
believe, and how the hope of Easter might influence the way Christians live today.
